The Alan J. Magill Fellowship was created by the ASTMH
Council in partnership with the Bill & Melinda Gates
Foundation to honor the life, example and legacy of Alan J.
Magill, MD, FASTMH, a widely recognized and respected
leader in the global tropical medicine community.

The Magill Fellowship will provide funding of $50,000 for a
period of up to two years to one recipient to support
mentorship, career and/or leadership development projects
for early- to mid-career ASTMH members in low/low-middle
income countries focusing on leadership development in
tropical medicine. Magill Fellows will work closely with a
mentor (ideally an ASTMH member) who will play a prominent
role in the development and execution of the Fellow’s ASTMH’s Walter Reed Medal, awarded

¢ Participation in relevant international conferences and
meetings and/or other suitable learning activities that
would be proposed as part of the Fellowship application.

e Courses in public policy, bio-ethics, economics and
health finance, principles of system design, biostatistics,
epidemiology, advocacy, business/management/
leadership, etc.

e A maximum length of two pages.
